Text «Medical Education in Russia»

All the citizens of our country who have a complete secondary education may apply to a medical
institute. All the applicants are required to take Unified State Examinations in biology, chemistry and the
Russian language. And those who have obtained the highest scores in the examinations are admitted.

The instruction at higher schools is given by lectures, by group instruction and practical work. The
attendance of lectures and classes is compulsory for all the students.

The academic year begins on September 1st and is divided into 2 terms of four months each. At
the end of each term the students have to pass a number of examinations.
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The study course lasts for 6 years and covers the basic preclinical and clinical subjects. In the pre-
clinical years the curriculum is uniform for the students of medical, sanitation and hygiene, stomatologi-
cal and pediatric faculties.

During the first two years students study physics, organic, analytical, physical, biological chemis-
try. The students also study human anatomy, physiology, histology, microbiology, Latin, a foreign lan-
guage and philosophy. Beginning with the third year special clinical subjects are introduced: all branches
of therapy, surgery, gynaecology, obstetrics, ophthalmology, infectious diseases and others. Senior stu-
dents have a lot of practical work with patients in clinics, hospitals and out-patient departments. Students
get knowledge in a definite number of medical procedures and learn to diagnose. At the end of the third
year students have a six-week practical course. They perform the duties of nurses. After their fourth year
the students have another practical course lasting eight weeks during which they act as doctors' assistants
at the therapeutical, surgical and gynaecological departments. After the fifth year students take six-week
practical course in the out-patient department.

In our country specialization begins in the sixth year which is the final year of medical school and
is termed sub-internship. During this sixth year specialization is in internal medicine, surgery or obstetrics
and gynaecology. During the sixth year students work in clinics, polyclinics, sanitary and epidemiological
stations. They also attend lectures, seminars and clinical conferences.

At the end of the sixth sub-internship year students pass the final state examinations and receive
their diploma. Then they have a further year of internship. Interns work under direct supervision of expe-
rienced specialists in clinics and in major hospitals. Medical graduates can apply for the postgraduate
course. During three years postgraduates prepare a thesis, defend it and obtain the degree of candidate of
Medical Science.

Health Care in Russia

Health care in Russia, both preventive and curative, is available to the whole population. The most dis-
tinctive feature of it is the attention paid to prophylaxis. One of the main tasks in the fight against various dis-
eases is the early detection of the first signs of disease. We pay much attention to the health education of the
population. We believe that is one of the main available methods of preventing the spread of diseases. For this
purpose the press, cinema, radio and television are very helpful.

The basic medical unit in our country is the polyclinic. Polyclinics are large medical centres employ-
ing many doctors and nurses. Polyclinics have their own laboratories and X-ray, physiotherapy, surgical and
dental departments. We have polyclinics for the adult population and for children. Ambulant patients are seen
at the polyclinic by district doctors. Patients who are seriously ill are visited by their district doctor at home.
The doctor works 6 hours a day. For the district doctor this is made up of 3 hours seeing patients at the poly-
clinic and 3 hours in visiting patients in their homes.

The emergency ambulance service operates day and night and is free of charge. The ambulances are
equipped with diagnostic, respiratory and anaesthetic apparatus, as well as blood-transfusion and other devic-
es, which enable the doctor to give emergency surgical and medical treatment.

There are several specialised hospitals in Russia for the treatment of particular diseases — infectious
and psychiatric diseases, cancer and ophthalmological diseases and others. The Mother-and-Child Health Care
Centre is in Moscow. This Centre deals with not only routine problems of obstetrics and gynaecology but also
with research in the normal physiology of a female organism starting from an early stage of development. The
main task of this centre is to ensure the birth of a healthy child.

At present, there have emerged a number of private diagnostic and consultation centres, general hospi-
tals and specialised clinics. Medical and health care is provided in line with compulsory and voluntary medical
insurance programmes set up by the state via private insurance companies.

1. English Quaker and prison reformer, Elizabeth Fry (1780-1845) visited them and, back in Eng-
land, helped found the Institute of Nursing, which improved the standards of “caring for the sick.”

2. But it was Florence Nightingale, the most outstanding figure in the history of nursing who dedi-
cated her life to nursing at a time when it was shunned by other English gentlewomen of her class.

3. The opening of Florence Nightingale’s nursing school in London, marked the beginning of the
transition of nursing from an art practical by dedicated but untrained workers to a profession.

4. She decided to devote her life to nursing, then a despised and undisciplined occupation carried
on by ignorant and often delinquent nurses in filty, fever-ridden hospitals.

5. In 1851, Florence Nightingale went to a small hospital run by a religious organization in Ger-
many for her training.
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6. She persuaded her friend, the war minister, to allow her to take a team of nurses to the badly run
military hospital in “Loskiidar”.

7. Every night she walked around the wards with a lamp.

8. The soldiers knew that Florence and her team are working hardly for them, and called her the
“The Lady with the Lamp.”

9. Florence Nightingale’s efforts greatly improved and raised the standards and prestige of nurs-
ing.

For thousand of years mankind had accumulated knowledge in surgery, but real development in
this field of medicine started only in the 19th century.

Pirogov was born in Moscow on November 25, 1810. His grandfather came from peasant stock
and served in the army as a private; his father rose to the rank of major.
