River.
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Moscow is proud of its countless museums and galleries: the History Museum, the Armoury Chamber,
the Diamond Fund, the Space Museum. Art lovers usually visit the outstanding Tretyakov State Gallery,
the Pushkin Museum of Fine Arts and the Andrei Rublev Museum. A fabulous collection of paintings,
icons and sculptures is exhibited there.

There are also a lot of drama theatres and opera houses in Moscow which are worth visiting. The Bolshoi
and the Maliy Theatres are world-famous, of course, but there are about 70 other professional theatres in
Moscow.

There are many prestigious high schools in the city which provide a perfect level of education.
Lomonosov Moscow State University is probably the most famous and it offers a wide range of modern
occupations.

Moscow is very noisy and crowded. There are thousands of cars, buses, trams and trolley-buses moving
along its wide streets. Moscow Metro is famous for its beautiful interior and convenience. Today it has
about 200 underground stations and the total length of underground lines here is more than 200
kilometres.

1. Itis one of the most famous and well-known places in our country and all over the world. It is
named after its founder who began to collect Russian painting in 1856. There we can see the
pictures created by such painters as Serov, Repin, Ivanov, Levitan and others. It has about 3
millions of exhibits now. A lot of tourists visit this place every year. (The Tretyakov Gallery).

2. Itis one of the symbols of Moscow. It is the tallest part of the Kremlin, it has the famous clock
and its minute hand is 3,28 metres long. The clock which we can see today was installed in the
middle of the 19" century. (The Spasskaya Tower).

3. Itwas built in 1551-1561 after the victory over the Kazan Kingdom. The architects were Barma
and Postnik. It has nine beautifully painted cupolas. Its unusual architecture attracts many tourists.
(St Basil’s Cathedral).

4. 1t was founded in 1912 as a museum of plaster moulds on the initiative of lvan Tsvetaev, the
father of the renowned poetess Marina Tsvetaeva. Its collection includes works of art of the
ancient Orient and ancient Egypt, of antiquity and Western Europe, ranks second in size after the
famous Hermitage in St. Petersburg. (The Pushkin Museum of Fine Arts).

5. Itis the largest building in a famous group of churches. It was built in 1479. The Russian tsars and
emperors were crowned there. (Uspensky Cathedral).

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St. Petersburg is a Russian port city on the Baltic Sea. It was the imperial capital for 2 centuries, having
been founded in 1703 by Peter the Great. The city remains Russia's cultural center, with its world-famous
museums, palaces and theatres.

The Hermitage is one of the largest and oldest museums in the world. It was founded by Catherine the
Great. The museum includes masterpieces by Leonardo da Vinci, Picasso, Renoir, Vincent van Gogh,
Rembrandt and many others. Experts say it would take 11 years to examine about 3 million exhibits in the
Hermitage.

Nevsky Prospekt is the main street in St. Petersburg which was cut through thick woodland in 1718.
Kazan Cathedral with its impressive colonnade is located just in the heart of the street. The prospect is
lined with numerous cafés, restaurants and shops.

Church of the Saviour on the Spilled Blood with its colourful domes and bright mosaics was constructed
in the early 20th century on the spot of the 1881 assassination of Tsar Alexander Il. Used by the Soviets
to store potatoes during the Second World War 900-day siege of the city by Nazi forces, the church was
finally reopened to the public in 1997.

Peter and Paul Fortress was one of the first buildings to be erected in St Petersburg in 1703, including the
Baroque Peter and Paul Cathedral, which is the final resting place of almost all of Russia’s pre-
revolutionary leaders (Peter the Great, Catherine the Great, Nicholas Il and others). Other sights include
an impressive statue of Peter the Great named “The Bronze horseman”, a working mint and the cells
where revolutionaries were held.

Mariinsky Theatre was first opened in 1860. The theatre has long been one of the world’s most prominent
venues for ballet and opera. Its dance school trained such world-famous ballet dancers as Rudolf Nureyev
and Vatslav Nijinsky.

While the State Hermitage displays fine art from all over the world, the Russian Museum contains home-
grown masterpieces. Opened in 1898, the museum exhibits everything from priceless orthodox icons to
paintings by such famous artists as Surikov, Vasnetsov, Aivazovsky, Kandinsky. Among outstanding
works are “The Last Day of Pompeii” by Karl Bryullov, and Ilya Repin’s “The Zaporozhye Cossacks
Writing a Letter to the Turkish Sultan”.

The gold-domed 19th-century St Isaac’s Cathedral is one of St Petersburg’s most famous landmarks. It
offers wonderful views of the city from its gilded viewing platform. Statues of the apostles stand guard at
the top of St Isaac’s, while its massive doors are decorated with biblical scenes. Inside, the cathedral
boasts a vast ceiling painting by Karl Bryullov as well as St Catherine’s Chapel.

Vasilevskiy Island - the largest island in St Petersburg which offers a bizarre selection of attractions
including a pair of 15th-century sphinxes from Egypt on the river side and a museum of biological
oddities “Kunstkamera” where you can see the skeleton and the heart of Peter the Great’s gigantic
personal servant. The island is also home to the 19th-century Rostral Columns whose torches are lit on
special occasions. It’s a great place to wander along the banks of the Neva river.

IIpouuTaiiTe U MepeBeIUTE TEKCT:

The United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland (the UK) occupies the British Isles and
consists of 4 parts: England, Wales, Scotland and Northern Ireland. The country has the population of 60
million people within the land area of 244 thousand square kilometers. The isles are washed by the
Atlantic Ocean in the north and in the west and by the English Channel in the south. The UK is separated
from continental Europe by the North Sea. Great Britain is separated from Northern Ireland by the Irish
Sea and the North Channel.

There are many beautiful lakes and mountains in Scotland and England. The highest point in the
Highlands is Ben Nevis (1 340 meters). The longest river flows in England, it is the Severn. The main
attraction in the north of England is the Lake District. Thanks to the warm waters of Gulf Stream the
island is very green and the British climate is mild. Local summers are rather hot and winters are not
cold. As the weather is very changeable in Britain, it is the favorite topic for discussion with the British.
The capital of Great Britain is London. It stands on the Thames river. The country is a constitutional
monarchy and officially the Queen is the Head of state. But it is ruled by the Prime Minister and the
government. The legislative body is the Parliament which consists of the House of Lords and the House
of Commons.

The UK is a highly developed industrial state. The chief industries are shipbuilding, fishing and mining,
production of aircraft equipment, electronics, textile and chemicals. The country is the world’s largest
exporter of iron and steel goods.

Many descendants of the first French settlers, settled on the east
coast of Canada in the XVI century in these places. The speech of the indigenous inhabitants of North
America, the Indians, is rarely heard now. Canada has a longstanding trade relationship with its neighbour

The western part of Canada is mountainous. The ridges of the Rockies stretch from the north of Alaska to
the south to the border with the USA along the Pacific coast. Mountain coniferous forests are a paradise
for bears and other wild animals.
The territory of the Yukon is in the north-west of Canada. This area is not widely populated, although its
interior is rich in silver, zinc, lead and gold. The famous "golden fever” was on the Klondike River in the
90th years of the XIX century here. The numerous gold prospectors and adventurers who came here
founded the village of Whitehorse, which in 1952 became the centre of the Yukon territory. Winters here
are long and cold, but in summer the temperature often rises to 16 °C. Due to this, the Yukon is rich in
vegetation, which makes the autumn landscape unusually picturesque. The moose, the reindeer caribou,
the American beaver and the brown grizzly bear live on the territory of the Yukon.
More than 3 million Canadians live in Toronto. It is a major business centre and the capital of the
province of Ontario. In Toronto, there are many high-rise buildings, among them the Canadian national
television tower which is 553 meters high.
The city of Quebec is the oldest city in Canada and the centre of the province of Quebec. The French style
of architecture reminds that the first settlers arrived here from France. The city itself was founded by a
French explorer Samuel de Champlain in 1608. The city remained part of the French colony until its
capture by the British in 1759. Today's Quebec is the centre of the Canadian Francophone culture. French
is the official language here, and the majority of the people of Quebec are Catholics. Quebecers are so
different from the rest of the Canadians that for many years they are fighting for political independence.

Architecture

Architecture the art of building in which human requirements and construction materials are related so as
to furnish practical use as well as an aesthetic solution, thus differing from the pure utility of engineering
construction.

As an art, architecture is essentially abstract and nonrepresentational and involves the manipulation of the
relationships of spaces, volumes, planes, masses, and voids. Time is also an important factor in
architecture, since a building is usually comprehended in a succession of experiences rather than all at
once. In most architecture there is no one vantage point from which the whole structure can be
understood. The use of light and shadow, as well as surface decoration, can greatly enhance a structure.
The analysis of building types provides an insight into past cultures and eras. Behind each of the greater
styles lies not a casual trend nor a vogue, but a period of serious and urgent experimentation directed
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toward answering the needs of a specific way of life. Climate, methods of labor, available materials, and
economy of means all impose their dictates. Each of the greater styles has been aided by the discovery of
new construction methods. Once developed, a method survives tenaciously, giving way only when social
changes or new building techniques have reduced it. That evolutionary process is exemplified by the
history of modern architecture, which developed from the first uses of structural iron and steel in the mid-
19th cent.

Until the 20th cent. there were three great developments in architectural construction—the post-and-lintel,
or trabeated, system; the arch system, either the cohesive type, employing plastic materials hardening into
a homogeneous mass, or the thrust type, in which the loads are received and counterbalanced at definite
points; and the modern steel-skeleton system. In the 20th cent. new forms of building have been devised,
with the use of reinforced concrete and the development of geodesic and stressed-skin (light material,
reinforced) structures.

Not very long ago when people mentioned ballet, they thought of Russian ballet. In fact, ballet came to
Russia relatively late. It brought traditions from many other countries, mainly from France and Italy.
Actually, Tsar Nicholas | was ready to spend great sums of money on the dance companies, so ballet got
recognition in the capital at St. Petersburg and in Moscow.

The Russian ballet dates back to 1847. It was the year when Marius Petipa, a young French dancer, arrived
in St. Petersburg. He found there a well-trained company, which consisted mainly of the employees of the
Imperial household. They were not spoilt by the attention and glamour, because they were the Tsar's
servants. The Tsar wanted to see choreographies that had been seen in the times of the Sun King. That is
there was combination of romantic stories with a luxury and pomp.

Under leadership of Petipa the Russian ballet became extremely popular in the world. Within thirty years
Petipa created over forty full-length ballets, arranged dances for thirty-five operas and recast seventeen
ballet productions by other European masters.

Petipa's version of Giselle we still can see today. In the Russian ballet of the nineteenth century everything
was in harmony: the music, which was written mainly by Ludwig Minkus, the staging, the scenery, the
costumes and choreography.

At the beginning of the twentieth century ballet was still important in the cultural life of Russia, but
gradually the romantic haze was cleared away. The world changed and it was taken a different view. The
problems of love, hate, good, evil, were expressed in more complex ways.

Literature in our life

People need art and that is evident. It makes us wiser; it touches our feelings. If someone really wants to
find something for themselves in art, they find it. However, as far as ’'m concerned, it is literature that has
a special place in our life and in the history of humanity. It is difficult to imagine the world without the
great books written by Homer and Shakespeare, Dante and Goethe, Balzac and Dostoyevsky... Why does
the art of people who lived even not years, but centuries ago, excite us so much? Why do we read these
books, argue with the writers and admire them? Why do we — people of the XXI century, constantly
fussing and losing our connection with the past, surrounded by megalopolises and by vyields of
technological progress — console ourselves by reading such books?
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In my opinion, the nature of literature explains everything. We always make oral or written texts in our
everyday life. Words, texts, speech are natural for us like, for example, breathing or walking. A man was
notable for nature because of our ability to speak, so a text is closer to us, easier for perception (I want to
draw your attention here: not for understanding) than music or, for in-stance, sculpture. Other fields of art
are too changeable and subjective: sometimes we need to peer at every dab on a canvas to interpret a
painting wholly. We can say the same about music: may anybody know for sure what thoughts and
feelings a composer wanted to bring to us? Definitely not. Everything is clearer in literature: there are
words, sentences and a writer’s text. You can just read it, and then think about its idea and sense.
Actually, it is not as easy as it may seem.

If we look at the situation on the other hand, we will see that nearness to a text simplifies and complicates
it for a person simultaneously: simplifies for perception, complicates — for under-standing. When we
come to the theatre to watch a tragedy, we stretch our imagination, because we wait for serious,
complicated information that needs understanding. We do not have such an aim before reading. Often it is
hard to step aside from everyday suitability of a text and to concentrate on inner complexity and
substantiveness of a concrete literary work. Therefore, many great books are left misunderstood by
general public. People often read these books only because of exposure of stereotypes (“if everybody has
read it, I should read it, t0oo™) or, as of the youth, because of someone’s request (“to read it is my home
task at school/college/university™).

That is why it is natural that abilities to write works of art and to read them rightly (often they go
together) are rather rare. A person who knows much about texts (that is every literary man — a critic, an
editor, a scientist-philologist) or can write — he/she has, anyway, a creative personality, and there were
really exceptional people between such personalities in history. I mean writers whose books we call
“classic” nowadays.

Education plays a very important role in our life. It is one of the most valuable possessions a man can get
in his life.

People in our country have the right for education. It is our Constitutional right. But it is not only a right,
it is a duty, too. Every boy and every girl in Russia must go to school and they must get a full secondary
education.

Children start school at the age of six in Russia. Children under the age of six are taken to créches and
nursery schools. The course of studies at school is eleven years now: four years of primary school and
seven years of secondary school. Previously it was only ten years: three years of primary school and
seven years of secondary school. All pupils have equal rights in all stages of education.

There is a wide choice of schools nowadays: state schools, private schools, lyceums and gymnasiums.
There is also a number of specialized schools, where the pupils get deep knowledge of foreign languages,
or Maths, or Physics, or other subjects. The majority of schools is free of charge, but in some (usually
private ones) parents have to pay for the education of their children. In ordinary schools parents
sometimes pay for additional subjects in the curriculum, such as a foreign language or arts. Most
children can already read and write when they start their school: this makes education much easier for
them.

The school year starts in the first of September and finishes in May. It is divided into four terms. Study
programme in schools is fixed. It means that schoolchildren can’t choose subjects they want to study.

In primary school there are three or four lessons a day. A lesson lasts forty minutes. During the first term
children get used to learning and adapt to school regulations. At primary schools all lessons are usually
conducted by one teacher.

At the age of ten children pass to the second stage of education, known as secondary school. In secondary
school there is a wide variety of subjects under study, and teachers specialize. The transition from
primary to secondary school is sometimes difficult for children.

After finishing the ninth form and getting the Certificate of Basic Secondary Education, schoolchildren
may either continue their education in the tenth form, or leave school and go to technical (vocational)
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schools and colleges. They not only learn general subjects, but also receive a specialty there. Having
finished a secondary school, a technical school or a college young people can start working, or they may
enter an Institute or a University. Professional training makes it easier to get higher education.

After eleven years at school, the school leavers take examinations and get the Certificate of Complete
Secondary Education. Those who have only excellent marks in the Certificate get a gold medal, which
gives the right to enter higher school taking only one examination or a personal interview.

The admission to higher school is competitive and based on the system of entrance examinations,
usually three or four. During the examinations the school leavers must show their abilities in the chosen
field. Young people also have an option to get specialized secondary education in vocational schools after
leaving the eleventh form.

Among higher educational establishments are institutes (colleges), academies and universities. The term
of studying in higher school is from four to six years. Students can be involved in scientific research
while studying. At the end of their final year at college, university or academy they take final
examinations and get a diploma. Besides, they can take postgraduate courses in the chosen field.

Informal and formal education

Education includes different kinds of learning experiences. In its broadest sense, we consider education to
be the ways in which people learn skills, gain knowledge and understanding about the world and about
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themselves. One useful scheme for discussing education is to divide these ways of learning into two
types: informal and formal.

Informal education involves people in learning during their daily life. For example, children learn their
language simply by hearing and by trying to speak themselves. In the same informal manner, they learn to
dress themselves, to eat with good manners, to ride a bicycle, or to make a telephone call. Education is
also informal when people try to get information or to learn skills on their own initiative without a
teacher. To do so, they may visit a bookshop, library or museum. They may watch a television show, look
at a videotape or listen to a radio programme. They do not have to pass tests or exams.

We consider formal education to be the instruction given at different kinds of schools, colleges,
universities. In most countries, people enter a system of formal education during their early childhood. In
this type of education the people who are in charge of education decide what to teach. Then learners study
those things with the teachers at the head. Teachers expect learners to come to school regularly and on
time, to work at about the same speed as their classmates, and to pass tests and exams. Learners have to
pass the exams to show how well they have progressed in their learning. At the end of their learning
learners may earn a diploma, a certificate or a degree as a mark of their success over the years.

The school system of all modern nations provides both general and vocational education. Most countries
also offer special education programmes for gifted or for physically or mentally handicapped children.
Adult education programmes are provided for people who wish to take up their education after leaving
school. Most countries spend a large amount of time and money for formal education of their citizens.

Anyway, my country is beautiful any period of time and any weather can give us
discomfort. In general, the climate of Russia can be described as highly continental influenced climate
with warm to hot dry summers and (very) cold winters with temperatures of -30°C and lower and
sometimes heavy snowfall. If to believe statistics the highest temperature was 45 degrees Celsius in July.
And the lowest temperature was fixed in January -71 degrees. Honestly, I live in normal climate with
snowy winter and sunny summer, but | cannot imagine how people can survive with temperature +\- 30
degrees. Still people live almost everywhere but like to travel all around Russia. But the most important
thing about this weather is that it really depends on region. Most part of Russia is located in a comfortable
zone to live in. But the climate is changing now. Russian frosts in winter were so much popular but now it
is not so cruel and cold. As you understand today temperature is not very low in winter. But of course,
sometime we may have snowstorms.
Summer can be also different. Normally weather is not very hot. But there are some days with a very high
temperature and no rain during few weeks. Or it can be hard rain and hail in summer. Climate and
weather give to people some discomfort: no electricity, transport stops, damages if the buildings. But
these things happen very rare. I don’t really remember any weather catastrophe, but my parents and
grandparents like to tell different stories about weather in past.

Man pollutes the environment with domestic and industrial waste. This is a by-product of civilization.
Factory and furnace chimneys threw into the air clouds of black poisonous coal smoke already hundreds
of years ago. Now there are even more factories, and with them, poisoning air, water and land substances:
they are found even in Antarctica and the Himalayan peaks. So far, we can only limit harmful emissions,
recycle household garbage and waste products, and use materials that are decomposed by living
organisms, for example, soil bacteria.
The ozone layer delays the ultraviolet rays of the sun, which cause skin cancer. Against the background of
chronic pollution of the environment, ecological disasters sometimes happen. For example, in the event of
an accident, oil is poured from the hold of the tanker and forms a huge spot on the surface of the ocean.
Oil covers the animals with a fatal slick. Chlorofluorocarbons, which are used in the manufacture of
refrigerators and aerosol cans, rising to the upper atmosphere, destroy the ozone layer. Recently,
dangerous "Ozone Holes" have been discovered over the Arctic and Antarctic, and they continue to
increase.
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Exhaust gases contain nitrogen oxides, and when burning coal in power plants, sulfur dioxide is released.
Connecting in the air with water, these substances turn into acids, which then fall out together with the
rain. Acid rain erodes buildings, ruins forests and ponds. New technologies can reduce emissions, but this
requires colossal costs.

Exhaust gases contain harmful lead, oxide and carbon dioxide and nitrogen oxides, which are not only the
cause of acid rain but also a choking smog. Now people put catalytic converters on exhaust pipes of cars:
they reduce harmful emissions.

Poisonous and other hazardous wastes are often buried. In this case, they Kkill all life around, spreading
with water. The Northern Sea, once rich in fish, is almost completely poisoned now.

Most of the enterprises and factories are not equipped with treatment facilities,
and all industrial waste goes to the atmosphere or rivers. To improve the quality of the crop, special
fertilizers are produced, which pose a serious danger to all living things. Lawless testing of nuclear and
chemical weapons completely des troy the ecosystem.
Such negligent behavior of people leads to environmental disasters, such as acid precipitation, intensive
melting of glaciers. There are new diseases and viruses that mutate and are not amenable to treatment.
Mortality is increasing across the planet. Nature cannot self-purify, so people must understand the
seriousness of the problem and avoid catastrophic situations.
